Day 01
Singapore — Nagoya — Sendai (-/-/D)
Hotel: Sendai Metropolitan Hotel or similar

» Yamadera: Mountain temple Risshaku-ji is one of Tohoku's
most sacred sites. Founded in 860 AD, this ancient temple is
reached by climbing 1,015 steps up Mt Hoju, winding through
Ancient cedar trees and brilliant red maples.

 Akiu Otaki Falls: On its way to the Pacific Ocean, River
Natori breaks suddenly through the crimson and golden autumn
foliage, cascading 55m down forming one of Japan’s top three
waterfalls..

more.

» Kakunodate: Back into the Edo period where old houses and
samurai residences remain. Akin to a living museum of Japan’s
culture and history, this “Little Kyoto” is designated as a
Historically Significant Traditional Buildings Preservations Area.
 Lake Tazawa: Turning vivid shades of red during autumn, the
foliage of Japan’s deepest lake is truly breathtaking. The
423.4m water of this crater lake changes from sapphire-blue to
jade green depending on the day’s light.

 Lake Towada : The third largest crater lake in Japan dons its
autumn brocade of yellow, red and gold when the beech, oak
and maple trees lining the shores change their colours in
autumn.

* Oirase Stream: A beautiful world exists along the Oirase
Stream, as sounds of rushing water fill the air. Be spellbound as
you wind through the autumn foliage, getting as close as you
possibly can to this spectacular sight.

Day 5
Aomori — Oga (B/-/D)
Hotel: Oga Grand (Hotspring) or similar

e Mt Iwaki: Standing at 1,625m and known as "Mt Fuji of
Tsugaru”, the highest mountain in Aomori Prefecture has been
a religious place for it's people. Take an exhilarating ride up the
Tsugaru Iwaki Skyline with 69 consecutive hair-pin curves,
winding through beautiful autumn foliage!

» Oga Specialty: Ishi-yaki ryori (Hot stone cooking) is one of
Oga’s traditional cuisines. Fresh vegetables and fish in cold
broth are prepared. Rocks heated to 800-1000°C are then
added. This method brings the soup to a flash-boil that result in
heavenly succulent fish and fragrant soup.

Other places: Shirakami, Sunset at Nyudozaki, Namahage
Museum.

Day 6
Oga — Akita (B/-/-)
Hotel: Akita View Hotel or similar

* Mt Chokai: A beautiful volcano of 2236m — symbol of Akita
and immortalised in film by the movie “Departures” that has won
international acclaim in 2009 Oscars as Best Foreign Language
Film.

« Akita: With fertile soils, clean water and varied day/night
temperatures, Akita has the perfect conditions for rice
production, which results in high quality rice — Akita Komachi,
and sake, where Akita is one of Japan’s most important sake-
producing region.

Other places: Senshu Park, Akita Kiritanpo.
