Singapore — Tokyo/Nagoya — Chitose - Noboribetsu (- /L/D)
Hotel: Noboribetsu Sekisuitei (Hotspring) or similar

* Chitose Salmon Park: Every autumn, adult salmons from the
Sea of Japan swim upstream along the Chitose River to spawn.
Take the front row seat at the Underwater Observation Room
where seven 8.5cm thick windows separate you from the
jostling salmons.

 Lake Shikotsu: The second largest and deepest caldera lake
in Japan formed around 30,000 years ago. Lush greens of
soaring volcanoes complement the deep blue waters perfectly.
Other places : Ainu Museum

Day 02
Noboribetsu — Hakodate (B/L/D)
Hotel: Yunokawa Hanabishi (Hotspring) or similar

* Onuma Park : One of Japan’s 59 quasi-national parks and
known for its picturesque, island-dotted lakes and the majestic
dormant volcano — Mt Komagatake.

*Hakodate Kosetsuen : Created since the late Meiji era, this
Japanese garden was designated as one of Japan’s “Places of
Scenic Beauty” in 2001. In autumn, the trees turn into a dazzling
display of vibrant colours

» Hakodate Ropeway: A ropeway of 334 metres to Mt
Hakodate’s summit. See one of the top three night views in the
world where stars seem to have fallen onto earth as they
contrast with the inky black of the Tsugaru Straits.

Other places: Trappistine Convent, Noboribetsu Hell Valley

* Hakodate Morning Market: A marketplace of around 150
shops selling some of the freshest seafood caught off
Hokkaido’s shores and located in a city that boasts of one of
Hokkaido’s most abundant fish hauls.

» Goryokaku Tower: A star-shaped fort that was the battle site
of an important turning point in Japan’s history - the Battle of
Goryokaku at the end of the Boshin War in May 1869. It
signifies the end of the old feudal regime and the end of
samurai resistance to the Meiji restoration.

Other places: Motomachi Sightseeing, Kanemori Red Brick
Warehouse

Hotel: Toya Kohantei (Hotspring) or similar (B/L/D)

Mt Usu Ropeway: A Ropeway to the magnificent views of one
of Japan’s most active volcanoes — Mt Usu and the surrounding
craters from an elevation of 356m.
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» Lake Toya Cruise : A leisure cruise ride on Lake Toya,
known for the combined panorama of autumn foliage, gently-
lapping waves and surrounding magnificent volcanoes.

» Shinsen Numa: Believed to be home to the gods, the
tranquility and beauty of this marshland amidst the Niseko
Mountains is made magical by the autumn foliage.
